Position Objective

We are looking for a highly qualified English as an Additional Language (EAL) teacher with previous teaching experience in
international education to join our team of high-quality professionals. The role of the EAL Teacher is essentially to build and
maintain a successful EAL Program which includes; providing support for students with English language needs (beginning to
intermediate), preparing EAL students to independently access our curriculum in English, to provide grade level and/or
teacher training, to co-teach, co-plan, co-assess and co-reflect with the grade level homeroom teachers.

Responsibilities

The job holder’s responsibility for promoting and safeguarding the welfare of children and young persons for whom they
are responsible, or with whom they come into contact will be to adhered to and ensure compliance with the relevant
Cognita Safeguarding; Child Protection Policy and Procedures at all times.
